EPLs will be optional, 
   but national competent authorities (NCAs) shall recognise personnel licence
   issued in electronic format not only by other EU Member States (MSs) but also
   by all ICAO Contracting States.

-  ensure the security, confidentiality, data protection, integrity, authentication and 
   accessibility of EPLs.

-  ensure the interoperability of electronic personnel licence systems (EPLSYS) 
   used by different NCAs and stakeholders

-  incorporate ICAO Annex 1 Standards and Recommended Practices (SARPs)
   related to implementing an EPLSYS into the relevant EU aviation regulations.
